Canvass of the February 28th Special Election was done with the following results:  

For the office of Board of Supervisor District 4-, there were one thousand two hundred fifty votes cast as follows:  

Craig Anderson received seven hundred three votes; Ken Spies received five hundred nineteen votes; scattering received twenty-eight votes.  We therefore declare Craig Anderson as the winner.
