The Pride Group would like the county to sell the facility on Hwy. 3 for $500,000, with the proceeds loaned back to Pride Group at a low interest rate.  The 12th St. facility, valued at $250,000 would be given to Pride Group, as well as the 2nd St. facility, valued at $300,000.
