Motion by Loutsch, seconded by Anderson, to appoint Lynn Bohnenkamp to serve a 3 year term on the Local Option Sales Tax Advisory Board as the Dist. 1 representative.

Noel Ahmann, Plymouth County Sanitarian was present to review the proposal from the State of Iowa, Department of Natural Resources to have County Sanitarians be certified to be commercial septic tank cleaner inspectors.  The Board does not want to pursue this for Plymouth County at this time.
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Kass, to approve the local disaster declaration for Plymouth County for the winter storms that incurred on December 22nd through December 27th, 2009.
